Researchers in scientific, engineering, social sciences, and the arts and humanities communities are generating ever increasing 
amounts of complex data. Analysis and presentation of this data in meaningful and optimal manner relies on effective use of 
visualization techniques. vizNET (a UK National Visualisation Network) a collaboration between a number of visualisation centres
in the UK has been established to share knowledge, communicate best practice between application domains, provide training and 
support to researchers in visualisation. vizNET is in the process of establishing a Visualisation Support Network spanning the UK 
Academic Research Community. vizNET will offer technical guidance to new users (entry level visualization) to advanced users 
(expert visualization users). Consolidating the strengths of major visualisation centres and groups across the UK will help the UK to 
realise the full potential of emerging visualization techniques and resources at a National and Regional level. vizNET is funded by 
the JISC Support of Research Committee.
